regulatory requirements.  In November 2020, a fire was discovered at the working face 15 
of the landfill. In August 2023, a liquid seep was observed outside of the landfill, 16 
consisting of leachate from Cell 9 emanating from below the bottom liner. The likely 17 
source is a defect in the bottom liner potentially caused by the 2020 fire and subsequent 18 
firefighting activities. In consultation with the Alaska Department of Environmental 19 
Conservation it was determined an evaluation of the integrity of the bottom liner system 20 
in the vicinity of the seep and fire area was necessary. This project consists of the work 21 
necessary to perform the evaluation and correct any identified defects. 22

2. 15th Ave - $250,000 project increase to fix overflow onto 15th Ave from leachate seep 24 

at the former landfill site at Merrill Field.  Repairs will alleviate traffic hazards at 15th 25 
Avenue to include winter freeze issues. 26
