This memorandum explains the S version change to AO 2023-41: 9

With the voter approval on April 4, 2023, of Proposition 12 - Residential Real 11 
Property Tax Exemption, the Areawide taxable assessed value went down by about 12 
3.5%.  13 
 14 
To calculate mill rates, the property taxes are divided by the taxable assessed 15 
values. 16

     ASD Tax Need for Tax Year        x     1,000     =     Mill Rate 18 
     Areawide Service Area Taxable Assessed Value 19

Since the amount that the tax dollars are being divided by was reduced, the resulting 21 
mill rate is higher. 22

As of April 12, 2023, the Yes votes for Proposition 12 are at 72.79% but the S version 24 
change is contingent upon certification of election results. 25

A total of $260,087,517 in property tax collection revenue will be received for Anchorage School District
operations and debt for the 2023 calendar year and will be contributed to the Anchorage School District.

A total of $260,087,517 in property taxes for Anchorage School District operations and debt will be
paid by Anchorage tax payers as 7.17 6.92 mills or $717 $692 per $100,000 of taxable assessed
valuation for the 2023 calendar year.
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
