WHEREAS, long-term vacant properties and persistent nuisance properties are a 7 
blight on neighborhoods across the municipality, attracting vagrancy and criminal 8 
behavior, presenting elevated fire risks, posing threats to public health and safety, 9 
and adversely impacting adjacent and nearby properties; and 10 

11 
WHEREAS, on July 26, 2016, the Assembly adopted AO No. 2016-81(S), creating a 12 
vacant building and abandoned real property registry, and corresponding duties to 13 
sign, secure, and maintain such properties; and 14 

15 
WHEREAS, a working group including representatives of the Department of Law, 16 
Code Enforcement, Real Estate, and the Department of Finance has worked 17 
throughout 2018 to identify and abate persistently problematic properties, and to 18 
identify additional code changes which would assist in addressing long-term vacant 19 
properties and persistent nuisance properties; and 20 

21 
WHEREAS, the municipality currently lacks a fine or fee structure which provides 22 
additional disincentives for long-term or persistently problematic properties, an 23 
effective means of identifying, communicating with, and holding accountable banks 24 
and financial institutions during the foreclosure process, and dedicated funds to 25 
support nuisance property abatement; and 26 

27 
WHEREAS, cities across the country addressing parallel issues make use of 28 
escalating fines and fees for long-term vacant properties and persistent nuisance 29 
properties, and require banks foreclosing on properties to submit to a local 30 
registration process; now, therefore,   31

THE ANCHORAGE ASSEMBLY ORDAINS: 33

Section 1. Anchorage Municipal Code chapter 6.140 is hereby adopted to create a 35 
dedicated nuisance property abatement fund, as follows:   36

3. The fee for filing such a notice shall be two hundred dollars 16 

($200.00) per property, payable to the Real Estate 17

B. Duty to Maintain During Foreclosure Process.  Upon registration with 20 

the municipality as required in subsection 15.05.170A, a lender shall be 21 
considered an “owner” of the subject property for the purposes of 22 
obligations, enforcement actions, and penalties provided under this 23 
title, until foreclosure proceedings conclude and title vests in the lender 24 
or a third party.   25

Section 5.  The Assembly herby waives application of AMC 3.99.020 to 27 
increase fees and fines enacted by this ordinance. 28

After discussion of the original version of this ordinance with the Assembly in 10 
worksession, the administration proposes the attached S-version for consideration.   11 
 12 
The S-version contains the following minor changes: 13 
 14 

1. Clarification that only the net proceeds of foreclosure proceedings are deposited 15 
in the nuisance property abatement fund, rather than all proceeds; 16 
 17 

2. Clarification that the funds directed to the nuisance property abatement fund will 18 
include funds recovered via tax foreclosure or other means of collection 19 
specifically as reimbursement for prior expenditures on nuisance abatement (for 20 
example, if the Municipality forecloses on a property through the tax foreclosure 21 
process and, in the course of the foreclosure and resale process, recoups 22 
$10,000 as reimbursement for prior expenditures on eradicating a nuisance on 23 
the property, the $10,000 would go into the fund); and 24 
 25 

3. Addition of a $200.00 fee for inclusion on the foreclosure registry, to offset 26 
administrative costs incurred by the Real Estate Department in managing the 27 
registry, and a $50.00 per day fine for failure to register. 28 

 29 
The foreclosure registry does not currently exist, and the number of properties which are 30 
anticipated to be registered is not currently known.  As such, the net positive financial 31 
impact of the fees and fines imposed by these changes cannot be accurately predicted 32 
at this time. 33 
 34
